Q: Why is regular attendance so important?

One of my many roles at Greenwood College is to extend and create meaningful transition pathways for
students at the college.

Recently Greenwood has had some very successful student developments. Students whilst continuing
their secondary education have the capacity to commence a traineeship or apprenticeship. These are
known as school based Traineeships and Apprenticeships. The structure of these is that the student
continues attending school 3 to 4 days a week and commences their apprenticeship or traineeship

concurrently with their schooling. Ultimately allowing their qualification to be completed in a shorter time

frame, gaining payment for their work and transitioning post school into full time
employment.
